LAKEVIEW GARDEN - UPDATE

	In the January, 2026, edition of the Kemptville Newsletter, KBS published an article relating to the history of the triangle-shaped garden located by the United Baptist Church (UBC), named Lakeview Garden. 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	          The following was also kindly provided by Carolyn:  The garden was started in 1971 when Reverend Owen Cochrane was the minister of the United Baptist Church (UBC).  The garden was a project undertaken by the youth group of the UBC, with Wendy Mood being one of the members.  When Wendy passed in June 1976, a plaque in her memory was placed on a tree in the garden by the local chapter of the Women’s Institute of Nova Scotia (WINS).  The tree eventually rotted and the plaque was moved to the UBC.  The whereabouts of the plaque is now unknown.  The garden did not exist very long before the Women’s Institute took over its care.  The rock wall likely did not exist initially; instead, it is believed that Phyllis Hoyle-Mood created the rock wall later.

GENERAL NEWS

AMENDMENTS TO 
PROVINCIAL ELECTORAL PROCESS
	Amendments to the Elections Act and House of Assembly Act were introduced on February 26, 2026, with the objective of modernizing Nova Scotia’s electoral process.
	Most amendments were recommended by Nova Scotia’s Chief Electoral Officer following the 2021 and 2024 provincial elections.  The Chief Electoral Officer is the head of Elections Nova Scotia, and is an independent, non-partisan agency responsible for administering the Elections Act.
	Amendments include:
· removing the requirement for returning officers to reside in the electoral district in which they were appointed;
· removing the requirement for candidates to pay a $200 nomination deposit;
· clarifying rules on the transfer of services, money or property among related entities to cover situations that arise when a candidate later runs as an independent or for a different registered party;
· allowing candidates to pay for publicity costs directly 
	
	and with their personal credit card;
· limiting an official agent to represent a maximum of one candidate per electoral district;
· changing the term for the chair of the Election Commission to account for a change in government;
· requiring a returning officer to provide, upon request by a candidate, candidate’s representative or registered party, an electronic record identifying every elector who, the previous day, had been crossed off the list of electors as having voted or declined to vote or been added; and
· clarifying that the Register of Electors may be used by a registered party, member of a registered party, registered candidate or member of the House of Assembly for the purpose of communicating with the electors, including the soliciting of contributions, campaigning and recruiting party members.

LOWER BANK FEES

	Effective March 12, 2026, new regulations came into effect for federally regulated banks within Canada.
	The following outlines the primary changes:
· consumers cannot be charged more than $10 for non-sufficient fund (NSF) fees when sufficient money does not exist in a personal deposit account to cover a payment; 
· consumers will not be charged an NSF fee more than once in a period of two business days for the same personal deposit account; and
· consumers will not be charged NSF fees on a personal deposit account when the amount of
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	             their overdraft on that account is less than $10.
          Before these new NSF regulations came into force, NSF fees typically ranged from $45 to $48.  These fees were often applied regardless of the size of the shortfall and could be charged in succession because of multiple declined payments.  These changes are expected to save Canadians more than $600 million annually.  	
	The Financial Consumer Agency of Canada (FCAC) is responsible for supervising the compliance of federally regulated financial entities and will oversee industry compliance with the new NSF fees.
	Fourteen federally regulated financial institutions, including Canada’s six largest banks, have signed on to a modernized Commitment on Low-Cost and No-Cost Accounts.  Since December 1, 2025, Canadians have benefitted from no-cost and low-cost accounts costing no more than $4 per month.

FEES TO SWITCH INTERNET AND CELLPHONE 
PLANS TO BE ELIMINATED

	The CRTC recently announced that it is removing fees that make it more difficult for Canadians to change or cancel Internet and cellphone plans.  This change is to take effect on June 12.
	Changes to the Telecommunications Act require that CRTC put new consumer protection measurers in place.  As part of this work, the CRTC held public consultation to better understand how fees can prevent Canadians from switching plans.  A wide range of perspectives was heard from individuals, consumer groups, and service providers.
	Based on the public record, the CRTC is eliminating 
	
	extra fees to activate, change, or cancel a plan.  This will provide consumers more flexibility to manage their plans and take advantage of better offers without worrying about unexpected costs.
          In the coming months, the CRTC will make it easier for consumers to shop for, compare, and choose the plans that are best for them.  A review of consumer protection codes will also be undertaken with the goal of simplifying and combining them into one code.  More information is available at CRTC’s Consumer Protections Action Plan on the Internet.

PROTECT YOURSELF FROM FRAUD

            March was Fraud Prevention Month.  The Canada Border Services Agency (CBSA) is therefore warning Canadians about scammers who pretend to be CBSA officials.
            There are many sophisticated frauds and scams in Canada.  Some attempt to imitate federal government services to gain access to personal and financial infor-mation.  The methods and messages used by scammers are always evolving.  In some cases, telephone calls may display numbers and employee names that falsely appear to be from the CBSA.  Emails may contain official logos, email addresses or employee names and titles to mislead the public.
            The following are tips from CBSA to help you recognize, report and protect yourself from fraud:
· The CBSA never contacts individuals by email, web, text message or telephone to ask for payment or personal information.
· The CBSA never initiates a request for a Social
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	Insurance Number (SIN) or a credit card number by telephone, text, or e-mail.
· If this happens, ignore, hang up or don’t answer the text or e-mail and report the incident to the Canadian Anti-Fraud Centre (CAFC).
          If you receive a call telling you that you must pay duties and taxes on a package that the CBSA is holding and threatens penalties, including jail time, it is a scam.
            CBSA may call recipients / importers to clarify package declaration details; however, it is Canada Post that is responsible for collecting duties and taxes prior to a mail 
item being delivered to the recipient, not CBSA.
            If you have a package coming to you via courier shipment (FedEx, UPS, etc), the courier company will reach out to you to organize the duties and taxes payment prior to the delivery.  The courier, not CBSA, will hold the package until your payment is made.
           If you have been a victim of fraud or cybercrime, you need to contact your local police as soon as possible.  It is the role of your local police to investigate these crimes.  It is recommended that you also report any instance of fraud or cybercrime, whether you are a victim or not, to the CAFC.  The CAFC assists law enforcement through maintaining a central repository of information to assist with investigations.
            You can report a fraud or cybercrime online at reportcyberandfraud.canada.ca.  You have the choice to report anonymously if you wish.  Reports can also be made by telephone, toll free, at 1-888-495-8501, Monday – Friday, 10 am – 4:45 pm Eastern time. 
          The CAFC supports law enforcement by sharing 
	
	information collected through the reports from victims by:
· working with the National Cybercrime Coordination Centre;
· linking a number of crimes together, in Canada or abroad;
· assisting in progressing or completing an investi-gation;
· developing crime trends and crime forecasting; and
·  assisting with crime prevention and awareness efforts.
***
HEALTH AND SAFETY

LONG-TERM CARE FACILITIES – 
CUPE AND NS GOVERNMENT NEGOTIATIONS

	As of March 20, no agreement has been reached between CUPE and the Nova Scotia government relating to employees at more than 50 long-term care sites.
	The latest information indicates 23 non-CUPE groups have accepted an offer that was rejected by CUPE.  The final day for conciliation is scheduled for March 24.  If a deal is not reached, the union would be in a legal strike position 48 hours later.
	Impacted workers include continuing care assistants; licensed practical nurses; support services which includes environmental, housekeeping and laundry; occupational therapy aids and physiotherapy aids; and maintenance.  The contract for these CUPE members expired in October 2023.
	Essential service agreements are in place to ensure nursing home residents continue to receive needed
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services should a strike occur.

NEW FIRE PROTECTION SERVICE LEGISLATION

	As referenced in the November 2025 Newsletter, the Nova Scotia government introduced the Support for Fire Protection Services Act on February 23, 2026.
          Under this act, the Minister for Emergency Manage-ment will provide oversight for municipal fire services and set provincewide standards for fire services, firefighter training and certification, personal protective equipment, transition support for fire services that want to transition to a municipal model, and resources for fire protection services planning, delivery and reporting.
	Fire Departments and fire service commissions that are not currently part of a municipal fire service will remain as is.
	This act enables the creation of an Office of the Fire Commissioner, the first step in providing provincial oversight, coordination and support to municipalities and fire service providers.
            It requires all municipalities, whether they oversee fire services or not, to:
· conduct a fire protection service review, to ensure municipalities and fire departments make evidence-based decisions about the services they provide to their community;
· ensure that local firefighter competencies, training and personal protective equipment meet the service standard required by the fire protection service review; and
· participate in a common records management
	
	     system.
           The bill allows for improvements in mental health support for firefighters, volunteer recruitment and retention, training and interoperability and mutual aid.
	The legislation is part of the Province’s ongoing commitment to strengthening the fire services sector.  It will help ensure consistent training standards across the province and support procurement to get best pricing for purchasing vehicles, equipment and insurance, helping fire departments reduce costs.
	The province consulted with more than 700 partici-pants, including municipal elected officials and adminis-trators, fire service leaders, firefighters, fire commissions and fire service co-ordinators.
	There are currently 363 fire service organizations in the province, with varying levels of service.  More than half of all municipalities already provide fire protection services directly to Nova Scotians.

FIRE RESTRICTIONS

            Wildfire season officially began in Nova Scotia on March 15 and will last until October 15.  Daily burn restrictions are now in place that require residents to check conditions before burning.  Daily updates are posted at 2 pm.  
	The Department of Natural Resources Forest Protection section has indicated that winter snow and rain has helped to offset the dry conditions that developed throughout Nova Scotia last year.
	Spring, however, is a high-risk wildfire period.  The time between when the snow disappears until vegetation 
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	begins to turn green in late May or early June, increased potential for fires exists.  The dry grass and snow-free ground increase the potential for fires.
	Fixed-wing water bombers have been contracted and will be stationed in Nova Scotia from May through September.  These aircraft  will supplement the existing helicopter fleet.  The province has also expanded training and equipment in order to better address wildfires.

[bookmark: _Hlk154161986][bookmark: _Hlk184835465]DO YOU KNOW … . We continue the story of former North Kemptville resident Fannie Burrell Hatfield’s trip to Alberta starting in 1912 to visit her brother Bowman Burrell, who is referred to in Fannie’s journal as “Bom”.
[bookmark: _Hlk206851293]	Last month, Fannie hosted and attended more dances, work continued in the hay fields, and while on vacation, Ed Larsen visited Fannie and Bom.

	Bom and I used to go picking saskatoons quite often.  Bom was a much faster picker than I was, for I ate too many.  I said I didn’t like them very well, and how the others laughed at me.  They are something like blueberries, only blacker and drier, but very easy to pick.  They grow on tall bushes, about three or five feet high, without brambles.  A person ties his pail on a belt, then picks with both hands.  We all went up on a patch near Mr. Womax’s, and we used to meet almost everybody whom we knew there.  It was great fun.  I preserved about 40 quarts and some of them were very good.  Sometimes I went on Dick, but usually Bom used to go and take the big horses and the wagon.  One day, I was going on Dick and I put a pail in a sack and tied it on the saddle horn.  The instant I mounted, Dick heard the rattle of the pail and away he flew down the road towards Mr. Tate’s.  It was nearly a mile before I recovered 
	
	by breath and got him stopped.  I lost my hat in the flight
and I certainly was frightened, but no serious harm done.  I made Mr. Dick come back nearly as fast as he went, and we went for saskatoons after all.  I also used to go for choke-cherries on horseback.  That was slow work, but the jelly was very good, so I felt rewarded.
	In the fall, we began to talk of moving.  The slew and the old well would both soon be dried up, and as we couldn’t live without water, we had to find another place.  Bom was away so much that I threatened to trade him off for a better man or none at all.  He rode down to the Battle River Creek twice and got several large pickerel.  I also rode down several times and got two or three smaller fish than he caught.  One day the Paull boys came out to see (4th July) and they and Bom, Russel and I went down to the Creek with the horse and wagon. It was very  hot, and they only got two fish to pay for their trouble.  I was too lazy to fish any, but preferred to sit in the shade of the willows.
	When it came threshing time, about Sept 20th, I went down to Mrs. Gordon’s to help her with the threshers.

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	          There were 18 men, sometimes more, and we were quite busy at mealtimes.  There were two young men there from Boston, Mass, and it seemed as if they were from home almost.

	I tried to get pictures of the crew and separator and engine, but they didn’t develop well.  While there, I got my only fall from a horse.  Winnie and I were riding over to her sister’s one afternoon. Our horses, Dick and Dorky, seemed eager for a race, so away we went.  A small boy had helped me to saddle and neither saddle or bridle were on right.  I had just leaned forward to fix the bridle when Dick shied, and I took a “high dive”, my shins scraping a fence post all the way down.  Dick ran on, and I jumped up laughing.  Winnie wanted to laugh but didn’t dare to, until she saw me.  It was very comical and we had a big laugh about it, but it was a very narrow escape from instant death or very serious injuries.  I felt quite stiff for a day or two, and one of my shins didn’t get well for several months, but that was all.  We had a hard time finding and catching Dick, but made him pay for it later.  
	
	          Friday afternoon, I went “home” or rather, to a new house which Bom had rented over at Bittern Lake.  Bom had “moved” during the week, with Ralph’s help, then Ralph went back to Wetaskiwin.  Bom was living in the granary because Mrs. Moon and her family were living in the house.  We moved in and Mrs. Moon went over to help Mrs. Jordan, our neighbour across the road, with the threshers.  I also helped, but as we only had them for five meals (22 men) we felt very pleased.  Those were busy days.
